The CHIME Mission
Established in 1990 as a nonprofi t 501 (c) (3) 
organizati on, the CHIME Insti tute develops and 
implements model programs that support a fully 
inclusive educati onal environment for children ages 
birth to 14 years of age of varying abiliti es, including 
children who are gift ed and talented, typical, and 
those who have special academic, physical, or social 
needs, to achieve their maximum potenti al.  

Children with and without disabiliti es are educated in the same 
environment, striving for academic excellence and conscious citi zenship.

As a nati onal leader in the development and delivery of quality inclusive 
educati on, the Insti tute has pursued a dual mission: to develop and 
implement model programs that support all children, and to provide 
dynamic research and training environments to disseminate best 
educati onal practi ces.

In additi on to its educati onal programs, CHIME operates a Research Center 
and Educator Development Center to disseminate the best practi ces for 
educati ng a diverse leaning community.

Serving A Need in The Community
The rati onale for inclusion is based on the belief that important academic, 
social, and ethical skills and atti  tudes are developed when students 
with various abiliti es, needs, and backgrounds learn together. A well-
established body of research that is supported by federal and state law 
indicates that inclusion of children with disabiliti es benefi ts both students 
with and without disabiliti es alike.  CHIME Insti tute educati onal programs 
are demonstrati on and research sites — over 1,000 undergraduate and 
graduate CSUN students have parti cipated in CHIME programs through 
student teaching, observati on, data collecti on, and research projects.

The CHIME Insti tute, a nonprofi t organizati on established in 1990, is a nati onal leader 
in the development and implementati on of a unique model of inclusive educati on. The 
insti tute began with an early childhood program based at California State University, 
Northridge. The success of the early childhood program, coupled with the needs 
of the community and sound research, prompted a group of parents and Cal State 
Northridge faculty to develop a charter elementary school in 2001 and a charter 
middle school in 2003. The two schools were merged into kindergarten through 8th 
grade in 2010 and named the CHIME Insti tute’s Schwarzenegger Community School.

 The CHIME Insti tute was established as a nonprofi t organizati on 
22 years ago.

 CHIME Preschool Program has been a model demonstrati on site 
for Preschool Inclusion on the CSUN campus since 1990.

 CHIME Infant and Toddler Program has served some of the neediest 
families in Los Angeles providing unparalleled support to both parents 
and children since 1991.

 CHIME and CSUN have a highly developed partnership in teacher 
preparati on and training.

 CHIME Charter school began in 2001 with approximately 70 students 
and we now serve nearly 700.

 CHIME Charter was name 2004 Charter School of the Year by California 
Charter Schools Associati on.

 CHIME Insti tute is over 20 years old and serves children from birth to 14 
years of age.

This year CHIME will host visitors from 
China, Japan, Norway, and Iceland.

Financial Fun Facts
 The esti mated gap between what the state of California provides CHIME 
and what a CHIME educati on costs is now over $1400 per student, per year.

 California funds on average approximately $9,000 per student to local 
school districts per student for educati on. Charter Schools receive as 
much as 30% less. (New York funds their schools over $18,000 per year)

 State budget cuts and changes to eligibility rules since 2009 have 
reduced the number of California infant and toddlers who receive 
essenti al early interventi on services by over 20%.
